Analytical Review


I’ve made a few major changes to the original story “Fate’s Fortune” to make it a postmodern fairytale. I disposed of all the conventional functions that are prevalent from the Grimm fairytales and the enlightenment period. Firstly, I changed the character Fate to be transgender in order to confuse gender roles. I still kept the beautiful girl falling in love with Fate at the end of the story but with Fate actually being a girl it ends up being a gay marriage. I allowed the narrator to make a social commentary about gay marriage in America when he said, “If only the government would allow such a happy couple.” The narrator makes other comments and interruptions throughout the story, which mimics the style of Anne Sexton and H.I Phillip in their postmodern fairytales.

Another major change I made was taking out the morality of the fairytale. I did by making the baker a drug dealer and not the purest of role models. Also, Fate is a gambler and a lush. There is no remorse or repercussion for Fate delivering laced brownies and gunning down the Devil. In fact, there is an element of sarcasm towards morals in the story. There is also an element of satire with the politician ordering the “special brownies” and with the controversy of gay marriage.


I also added brand names to mimic the logo placement in Anne Sexton’s story “Red Riding Hood” and modern technology in place of magic elements of the story.  The use of a gun to quickly defeat the villain was borrowed from James Thurber’s “The Little Girl and the Wolf.” I also took out the magic numbers expressed through the rhymes to further distance the story from the language in conventional fairytales. Instead, I used modern lingo such as “fuzz” and “special brownies” to modernize the story.
